2009, and then follow a route passing south of Tai A Chau and completing the race at east of
Cheung Chau.

4. Masters, coxswains and persons-in-charge of vessels navigating in the vicinity
should proceed with caution, giving practical consideration to those contestants. Compliance
with the provisions of the International Regulations for Preventing Collisions at Sea 1972 is
mandatory.
