(Navigational & Seamanship Safety Practices)

Qingzhou Fairways - Qingzhou Traffic Separation Scheme (QZTSS)

The new navigational arrangements associated with the Qingzhou Traffic Separation
Scheme (QZTSS), including the extension of its width, introduction of a separation zone at the
middle of the QZTSS and a precautionary area at each of the east and west ends of the QZTSS,
will come into effect from 1 July 2010. The details of these arrangements are given in the
circular issued by the China Maritime Safety Administration (China MSA). For easy reference,
a simplified drawing showing the new arrangements is also attached to this Notice.

2. All vessels navigating in the waters of the Pearl River Delta shall comply with the
requirements in the aforementioned China MSA circular and use the updated maritime charts
published by the Mainland Authority.

3. Hong Kong registered high-speed craft shall use the QZTSS when sailing eastbound and
westbound between Hong Kong and Macao. Other Hong Kong river trade vessels shall
navigate in the areas outside of the QZTSS. Anchoring and fishing are prohibited in the
QZTSS, separation zone and precautionary areas.
