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Introduction

Ocean-going vessels when stay in port for scheduled docking repair would
normally involve extensive painting works. In order to cut down docking time
and maintenance cost, painting works at above waterline would normally be
carried out while the vessel afloat in the harbour. Painting companies in general
still use traditional working procedures; by employing labourers and rigging
working platforms to do the job. As the workers have to stay at aloft on the
platform or along the ship’s periphery while at work, they might fell from
height and drop into the sea if careless. Thus, workers engaged at this sort of
job have to observe all safety measures, to prevent the danger or falling from
height.
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
